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INSTALLATION
Four fixing bolts are provided, two on each end of the display.  Optional fixing brackets are available for attaching the display to a wall or scaffolding.  Chains may be attached to the side handles for added security.

The mains power unit should be mounted indoors and MUST NOT be allowed to get wet.

The front panel of the display is Perspex and is easily scratched. Clean only with a soft damp cloth or an anti-static cleaner suitable for use on Perspex.

OPERATION
Connect the '12V' socket to a 12 volt battery with the lead supplied, or to the optional power unit for mains operation.

DO NOT extend the battery lead or the lead from the power unit to the display as this will impair operation.

NOTE that if you are using a power unit and you switch it off, you should wait 10 seconds before switching on again, or the display may not restart.

Connect the 'Timer in' socket to the display socket on the timer. Extension cables may be used as required. Additional displays can be connected to the  'Timer out' socket on the display. The spare plug supplied with the cables should be plugged into any empty 'Timer out' socket on the display to provide signal termination.

The hundredths of a second digit is turned off when the timer is running to improve clarity and the tenths of a second digit shows only 0 or 5. Both are correctly displayed when the timer stops.

The display should be blank when the timer is disconnected or turned off. If not, disconnect power to the display for a moment, and then reconnect.

FAULTS
If any of the digits does not operate correctly, or if the display shows '---.--', then the battery may not be fully charged.  Try a fully charged battery or a mains power unit.  If the fault persists, the complete display may be returned to us for repair, but we suggest you remove and return only the small plug-in electronics panel from inside the display. Remove the front from the display, and then the decimal point panel. Remove the plugs (making a note of where each goes) and unscrew the four corner fixing screws from the electronics panel.  If only one digit is faulty, you may remove it and return it to us for replacement.

IMPORTANT - 
Do not use lubricants as they will thicken and jam the delicate mechanism.

Do not drill into the case as metal particles may jam the magnetic movements.

The mains power unit MUST NOT be allowed to get wet.

OTHER USES -
The display may be used for showing time of day or competitor numbers
