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Facilities:
Six different functions including clock, marathon, countdown and display test facility.

Clock continues to run even if not powered (there is no need to keep resetting the clock).


12 or 24 hour clock.


Option to display temperature ( ºC and ºF ).


Four way keypad for easier time and function setting.


Compatible with all our flap displays.

Connections:
A lead is fitted to the unit for connection to the display.


A socket allows connection of an optional temperature probe.

Function setting:
To select the function, hold down the Set button, then press the Fn button. The current function is shown on the display. Pressing the Fn button again advances to the next function.


Six functions are available:
F1
Time-of-day clock (12 hour clock, temperature in ºF)



F2
Time-of-day clock (24 hour clock, temperature in ºC)



F3
Marathon timer (hrs, min, sec up to 10 hours)



F4
Countdown timer (hrs, min, sec up to 10 hours)



F5
Display test function (cycles continuously through 0 to 9)



F6
Temperature only (in ºC)


Note - it is not possible to change function while the marathon or countdown timer is running. You must stop the timer first.

Time setting:
To set  the time, hold down the Set button and press either the + or - button to increase or decrease the set time. Holding down the + or - buttons causes the time to increase or decrease continuously, and at an increasing rate.

Clock:
If necessary, set the actual time as described above.


When setting the time it is always shown in 24 hour mode, and the clock is started again when the Set button is released.


The Start, Stop and Zero buttons do not operate.


If a temperature probe is connected, the display will shuttle between time and temperature.


If temperature is not required, just disconnect the probe.


The probe should be sited in an open place, out of direct sunlight or sources of heat or cold.

Marathon:
Use the Start, Stop and Zero buttons to control the timer.


The zero button cannot be used unless the timer is first stopped.


The marathon time may be adjusted for synchronisation, so long as the timer is not running.


You cannot change function unless the timer is stopped, and even then, changing function may disrupt the accumulated time.

Countdown:
First set the starting time as described above (the timer must not be running).


Then use the Start, Stop and Zero buttons to control the timer.


The zero button cannot be used unless the timer is first stopped.


The countdown time may be adjusted for synchronisation, so long as the timer is not running.


You cannot change function unless the timer is stopped, and even then, changing function may disrupt the accumulated time.

PROBLEMS:
If  the timer does not seem to respond, first press the stop button and then change mode as described above.
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
